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Colonel Charles Katek. Major Frantisek Bogataj.

Pod patronaci USA

Organizovani ¢eskoslovenskych zpravodajskych skupin pod patronaci americkych zpravodajskych sluzeb bylo zahdjeno na tizemi americké
okupatni zény Némecka jiZ v 1été roku 1948. Inicidtorem byl Charles Katek, ktery z Frankfurtu nad Mohanem fidil éinnost kryci organizace
ERU - Economic Research Unit (Jednotka ekonomického vyzkumu) se sidlem v Regensburgu. ERU ukontilo svoji ¢innost asi roku 1953.

Plukovnik Charles Katek (1910-1971) ptivodem Cechoameriéan, piisobil v dobg druhé svétové valky u Office of Strategic Services v Evropé

a spolupracoval s ¢s. zahranitnim odbojem. Od roku 1945 byl vedoucim vojenské mise USA v Praze a roku 1946 se stal vojenskym pridélencem
na velvyslanectvi USA v Praze. Dne 18. bfezna 1948 byl na natlak komunistickych tradi odvolan. Z Frankfurtu nad Mohanem pak jiz od léta
1948 organizoval pod patronaci CIC zpravodajsky cs. exilovy odboj. V roce 1954 byl odvolan do USA. V letech 1960-1965 piisobil na velvysla-
nectvi USA ve Vidni.

Katek tidil prostifednictvim svého zastupce Kurta Tauba - ,Taylora" skupiny Jaroslava Kagpara - ,Patého“, Rudolfa Drhohlava - ,Ralpha“,
Frantika Bogataje - ,Franka®, Aloise Sedy - ,Subrta“ a Frantitka Moravce - ,Arnolda®“.

Kazd4 skupina sestavala z vedouciho a dvou aZ tii asistentii (,helperi®), kteii #idili samostatné nékolik kuryri. Ve skupiné byl i pisaf a sou¢asné
prekladatel. Kuryry shaneéli pro skupinu v uprchlickych taborech tamni naborari. Kuryti bydleli v detaSovanych objektech skupiny, soukrome,
nebo v uprchlickych tdborech. Skupiny vyuZivaly velké mnoZstvi cest podél celé hranice. Kuryfi zpotatku neabsolvovali prakticky Zadny
vycvik. Napli jejich éinnosti byla zejména zpravodajska.

Major Frantidek Bogataj - ,Robert”, ,Frank" (1913-1999) byl od roku 1934 dstojnik &s. armady. Po nacistické okupaci Ceskoslovenska v roce
1939 ptisobil aktivné ve vojenské odbojové organizaci Obrana néaroda, v prosinci 1939 pifed zatéenim unikl do zahraniéniho odboje. Po bojich
ve Francii absolvoval vycvik ve Velké Britanii a na jare 1944 se stal prisluSnikem uispésného paravysadku CARBON na uizemi protektoratu.
Po vilce Bogataj studoval Vysokou Skolu valec¢nou. Po tiinoru 1948 byl vyhozen z armdady a v prosinci 1948 odes$el podruhé do zahraniéniho
odboje. V Némecku Fidil vlastni zpravodajskou skupinu podfizenou ERU. Po ukonéeni tinnosti zpravodajskych skupin v Némecku roku 1954
odjel do USA. Pracoval jako bankovni tifednik v Chicagu. Roku 1992 udélil prezident CSFR Franti$ku Bogatajovi Rad M. R. Stefanika, v de-
vadesatych letech byl Bogataj povy3en do hodnosti generéla.

Major Rudolf Drbohlav - ,Ralph® (1914-1954). Distojnik s. armady, po okupaci 1939 odesel do zahrani¢niho odboje. Zitastnil se boji

ve Francii a ve Velké Britanii ptisobil jako vojensky zpravodajec. Po valce studoval Vysokou 3kolu véiletnou v Praze, po tinoru 1948 byl ze 8koly
vylouten a poté propustén z armady. Drbohlav odeSel v Eervnu 1948 do exilu. Z némeckého Regensburgu jiZ od konce 1éta 1948 ridil zpravodaj-
skou skupinu. Ta byla po fadé netuspéchi zpiisobenych komunistickymi agenty 28. dubna 1952 rozpusténa a Rudolf Drbohlav odjel za rodinou
do Velké Britanie.

Plukovnik Jaroslav Kapar - ,Paty" (1903-1995), diistojnik és. armady, délostielec, letec. V dobé nacistické okupace ¢inny v Obrané naroda, or-
ganizoval odchody vojékti do zahraniéi. Na potatku roku 1940 sam ode$el do zahraniéniho odboje. Jaroslav Ka$par ptisobil jako zpravodajec
a diplomat v Turecku, SSSR, franu a pozdéji jako styény diistojnik u spojeneckych armad. V dubnu 1948 ode3el z Ceskoslovenska znovu do
exilu, v letech 1949-1955 byl vedoucim zpravodajské skupiny pii CIC v Némecku. Poté odjel do USA, kde piisobil jako analytik letectva

v Kongresové knihovné ve Washingtonu. Po roce 1989 byl povySen do hodnosti generdlmajora. Roku 1998 mu prezident CR udélil in memo-
riam Rad T. G. Masaryka.

Plukovnik Alois Seda - ,Subrt" (1908-1999). V dubnu 1948 odesel do exilu a do roku 1951 vedl se svym bratrem Ferdinandem Sedou zpravodajskou
skupinu. V USA pak A. Seda vyu&oval na jazykové §kole ministerstva ohrany v Monterey. V devadesatych letech byl povy%en do hodnosti ge-
nerala.

Zpravodajské skupiny vznikaly, zanikaly a pfeskupovaly se, zhruba v roce 1952 byly slougeny pod velenim gen. Frantiska Moravce.

General Franti$ek Moravec (1895-1966), #idil vojenské zpravodajstvi ¢s. armady pfed druhou svétovou valkou. Dne 14. bfezna 1939 unikl pfed
okupaci Ceskoslovenska se skupinou diistojnikii do Velké Briténie, kde se pozd#ji pfidal k &s. zahraniénimu odboji. Do roku 1945 #idil vojenskou
zpravodajskou slozku MNO &s. exilové vlady a vysledky prace jeho tseku byly Spojenci vysoce hodnoceny. Po navratu do Ceskoslovenska byl
v letech 1945-1948 odsunut v armadé na podiadné misto. Po propusténi z arméady v bfeznu 1948 odesel znovu do exilu. Pod patronaci zpra-
vodajskych sluzeb USA zaéal z Némecka pracovat proti ¢s. komunistickému rezimu. Koncem roku 1954 ukonéil svoji zpravodajskou ¢innost
vNémecku a odjel do USA, kde pracoval jako analytik ve sluzbach ministerstva obrany USA aZ do své smrti 27. tervence 1966. V roce 1991 byl
Franti%ek Moravec prezidentem CSFR vyznamenén in memoriam Radem M. R. Stefdnika a byl povysen do hodnosti armadniho generdla.

Koncem roku 1954 ukonéily ceskoslovenské zpravodajské skupiny pri americkych zpravodajskych sluzbach svou ¢innost.

Pokus o celkovou bilanci ztrat odboje pod patronaci zpravodajskych sluzeb USA: Za obdobi 1950-1960 evidovala Statni bezpetnost 2299 osob
napojenych na aktivity zpravodajskych sluzeb USA. Zatteno bylo na 199 kuryri, z toho 17 bylo popraveno (Pavol Babik, BohuslavBenes, Petr
Cizek, Jaroslav Dvotak, Rudolf Fuksa, Stépz—’m Gavenda, Karel Gruber, Jifi Hejna, Anton Kandraé¢, Lubomir Koukal, Augustin Lednicky,
Alexander Lhotsky, Ladislav Lindner, Josef Liska, Robert Putik, Emanuel Rendl, Alois Sutty), dal$ich $est pak zastfeleno pfi zatykani nebo
na hranicich (Jan Borysek, Josef Bursik, Bohumil Hasil, Bedfich Lorenc, Josef Masek, Bohuslav Pavli).

Under the patronage of the USA

Organizing Czechoslovak intelligence groups under the patronage of the US intelligence services started on the territory of Gemany's US oc-
cupation zone in the summer of 1948. It was initiated by Charles Katek, who, residing in Frankfurt, directed the cover-up organization ERU
(Economic Research Unit) located in Regensburg. The ERU discontinued its activity in approximately 1953.

Colonel Charles Katek (1910-1971). A Czech-American; worked for the Office of Strategic Services in Europe and cooperated with the Czecho-
slovak resistance during the Second World War. Head of the US military mission in Prague from 1945 and a military attaché of the US Embassy
in Prague from 1946. Recalled on March 18, 1948, upon pressure from Communist authorities. He subsequently organized Czechoslovak exile
intelligence under the patronage of the Counter Intelligence Corps (CIC) from Frankfurt from the summer of 1948. Recalled to the US in 1954.
Worked at the US Embassy in Vienna between 1960 and 1965.

Through his deputy, Kurt Taub (“Taylor"), Katek directed the groups led by Jaroslav Kadpar (‘Paty”), Rudolf Drbohlav (“Ralph®), Frantitek
Bogataj (“Frank”), Alois Seda (“Subrt”) and Frantisek Moravec (“Arnold”).

Each group consisted of a leader and two to three helpers, each of whom directed several couriers independently. Each group also included a
scribe and translator. Local canvassers recruited couriers for the group in local refugee camps. Couriers lived in the group’s detached facili-
ties, privately, or in refugee camps. The groups used many roads along the entire border. The couriers initially did not undergo virtually any
training. The scope of the courier's work was mainly in the field of intelligence.

Major Frantisek Bogataj, AKA “Robert”, “Frank” (1913-1999). A Czechoslovak army officer from 1934; active in the Defense of the Nation orga-
nization following the Nazi occupation of Germany in 1939; left the country to escape arrest and join international resistance in December
1939. Having fought in France, he underwent training in the UK and became a member of the successful CARBON paratroopers on Protector-
ate territory in 1944. After the war, Bogataj studied at the War University. Fired from the military after February 1948, he left the country to
join the international resistance movement again in December 1948, Directed his own intelligence group subordinate to the ERU in Germany,
Left for the US after the discontinuation of intelligence groups in Germany in 1954. Worked as a bank clerk in Chicago. The President of
Czechoslovakia bestowed the M. R. Stefanik Order upon Frantisek Bogataj in 1992, and Mr. Bogataj was promoted to the rank of General later
on in the 1990's.

Major Rudolf Drbohlav, AKA “Ralph” (1914-1954). A Czechoslovak army officer; left the country for resistance after the occupation in 1939.
Fought in France and worked as a military intelligence officer in the UK. Studied at the War University in Prague after the war; was expelled
after February 1948 and then dismissed from the army. Drbohlav left the country in June 1948. Directed an intelligence group from Regens-
burg, Germany, as early as at the end of summer 1948. Following a number of failures caused by Communist agents, his group was dismissed
on April 28, 1952, and Rudolf Drbohlav left for the UK to rejoin his family.

Colonel Jaroslav Kagpar AKA “Paty” (1903-1995). A Czechoslovak army officer, artillerist and aviator. Was active in the Defense of the Nation
(ON) during the Nazi occupation, organizing emigration for soldiers. He left the country to join the international resistance himself in early
1940. Jaroslav Kaspar worked as an intelligence officer and diplomat in Turkey, the USSR and Iran, and later as a liaison officer with the Allies.
Left Czechoslovakia again in April 1948; led an intelligence group under the CIC in Germany from 1949 to 1955. He then left for the US and
worked as an air force analyst at the Library of Congress in Washington, D.C. Promoted to Major General in 1989. The President of the Czech
Republic bestowed upon him the T. G. Masaryk Order in Memoriam in 1998.

Colonel Alois Seda, AKA “Subrt:' (1908-1999). Left the country in April 1948 and, together with his brother Ferdinand Seda, led an intelligence
group until 1951. In the US, A. Seda taught at the Defense Language Institute in Monterey. Promoted to General's rank in the 1990s.

Intelligence groups were formed, regrouped and discontinued, and in about 1952 they were united under the leadership of General Frantisek
Moravec.

General Frantisek Moravec (1895-1966) directed the Czechoslovak Army's military intelligence before WWII. On March 14, 1939, he and a
group of officers fled the occupation of Czechoslovakia to the UK, where he later joined the Czechoslovak resistance. Directed the military in-
telligence section of the Ministry of Defense in the Czechoslovak exile government until 1945. The Allies rated the results of his section very
highly. Returning to Czechoslovakia, he was moved away to an inferior position between 1945 and 1948. Dismissed from the military in March
1948, he left the country again. Under the patronage of the US intelligence services, he started working against the Czechoslovak communist
regime from Germany. Ended his intelligence activity in Germany at the end of 1954 and left for the US, where he worked as an analyst for the
US Department of Defense until his death on JTuly 27, 1966. In 1991, the President of Czechoslovakia awarded FrantiSek Moravec the M. R.
Stefanik Order in Memoriam and promoted him to the rank of Army General.

Czechoslovak intelligence groups within the US intelligence services concluded their activity at the end of 1954.

The following is an attempt at an overall summary of the losses on the part of the resistance movement under the patronage of US intelligence
services: During the period between 1950 and 1960, the StB kept 2,299 persons connected to the activities of US intelligence services on file.
199 couriers were arrested; 17 of them executed (Pavol Babik, Bohuslav Benes, Petr Cizek, Jaroslav Dvorak, Rudolf Fuksa, Stépan Gavenda,
Karel Gruber, Jifi Hejna, Anton Kandraé, Lubomir Koukal, Augustin Lednicky, Alexander Lhotsky, Ladislav Lindner, Josef Liska, Robert Pudik,
Emanuel Rendl, and Alois Sutty); six other were shot while being arrested or at the border (Jan Borysek, Josef Bursik, Bohumil Hasil, Bediich
Lorenc, Josef Masek, and Bohuslav Pavli).
