The Oath to the Republic

On 3 July 1938, in the afternoon, FrantiSek Bukovsky, the Mayor of the Czechoslovak
Sokol Society, welcomed the President and his wife with accompaniment at the main
platform of the Strahov stadium. The honorary box was occupied by the chairmen

of the Congress, Senate and ministers; the diplomatic box was also full. The slet

was perceived as an extraordinary social event from the very beginning. The first
assembly, called Sokol Defence, was performed by 1,600 select men. The floor
exercises performed by almost 300,000 men were the final and biggest exercise

of the day. It was underlined with the Hussite choral Kdoz jst bozi bojovnici, and
concluded with the Oath to the Republic. The Oath to the Republic became the
symbol of the entire Slet X and was repeated several times. The performance ended
with these words: “At this great moment, we remember our brothers who far away
from their home make sacrifice — for eternal rights and freedom, in the uproar of
hateful fights, and yet they won. Their remembrance gives us strength, and thus none
of them died in vain. We are standing strong in their positions, prepared to fight with
a new power for the better future of our beloved homeland. The guard is calling us, 5.
brothers, lift up your arms, embrace your beautiful country. We will protect the love
for peace, peace in the heart of our people forever against everyone. Who is trying
to avoid the fight, who is waiving his right, who is refusing his mother? We are the
rulers. You will die as traitors!”
