Zahajovaci projev na ustavujici schiizi Ustfedniho akéniho vyboru obce sokolské
pronesl na jafe 1948 ministr spravedlnosti Alexej Cepicka. Tento muz nejvy3si
stranické nomenklatury dostal télovychovu na starost a v letech 1948 a 1949 veskeré
déni v télesné vychove a sportu bedlivé sledoval a ¢asto pfimo ovlivioval. Podporu
demokracii hlasali sokolové 1 na pohrbu Edvarda BeneSe v zari 1948. Jasné vyjadreny
postoj vétsiny Elenli Sokola v(i&i novému rezimu utvrdil vedeni KSC v presvédZeni,

ze Sokol a celou sjednocenou télovychovu je potreba zbavit vsech, ktefi neprokazi
noslusnost ,lidové demokratickému zfizeni”. Sokol mél byt proto plné podrizen
comunistickému vedeni. V ramci ocisty z néj bylo vylouceno vice nez 11 000 Ldj,
nfes 1 500 c¢inovnik( bylo zbaveno funkci a pocet ¢len(i se vyrazné snizil. ZruSeny
oyly zupy a misto nich vznikly sokolské kraje a okresy, kde hrali vedouci roli
regionalni komunisti¢ti tajemnici.

Pfijeti zakona o organizaci télesné vychovy a sportu v prosinci 1952 znamenalo
zruSeni jednotné organizace Sokol. Télovychovu od té doby podle sovétského vzoru
ridil Statni vybor pro télesnou vychovu a sport. Toto usporadani se neosvédcilo

a v bfeznu 1957 byl zfizen Ceskoslovensky svaz télesné vychovy a sportu, ktery

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Elimination of Sokol

Alexej Cepicka, the Minister of Justice, delivered the opening speech at the
constitution meeting of the Central Action Committee of the Czech Union Association
in spring 1948. Being in the top party nomenclature, he was in charge of physical
education and carefully watched all events in physical education and sports, and often
directly influenced them 1n 1948 and 1949. Sokol members expressed their support for
democracy at the funeral of Edvard BeneS in September 1948. The clearly expressed
attitude of the majority of Sokol members to the new regime confirmed to the
Communist Party that Sokol, and all unified physical education and sports, had to be
cleansed of those disobedient to the “people’s democratic establishment”. Thus, Sokol
was to be fully controlled by the communist leadership. Within this process, more than
11,000 people were expelled, more than 1,500 officials were discharged, and member L.
numbers decreased significantly. The counties were abolished, and Sokol regions and
districts established. These were controlled by regional communist secretaries. The
Sokol statutes were also amended to correspond with communist ideology.

The acceptance of the Act on the organisation of physical education and sports in
December 1952 led to the abolishment of the unified Sokol organisation. Sports were 2 3.
managed by the State Committee for Physical Education and Sports, according to the
Soviet model. However, this model did not prove correct, and thus in March 1957 the
Czechoslovak Union of Physical Education and Sports was established that oversaw all
physical education until 1990.
